Under the accountancy reform law, every CPA firm that provides attest services in New York state - except for sole proprietorship firms or firms with two or fewer accounting professionals - must undergo quality review every three years as a precondition to firm registration and registration renewal. 
 
The QROC is responsible for approving and monitoring sponsoring organizations.  It also informs the State Education Department of any problems related to the quality review program that may require the department's intervention, assesses the quality review program overall, reviews each quality review report to ensure firms are complying with the standards, and, ensures that any documents received from a reviewer or firm are confidential and do not constitute a public record.
 
Venezia, who has 34 years of public accounting experience, was appointed director of Accounting and Auditing Services at Marvin in 1995. He currently supervises audits, and management advisory and other services for a number of not-for-profit organizations, fire districts, and employee benefit plans.  Venezia also performs peer reviews for firms throughout New York State.
 
Venezia, who earned an undergraduate degree from Rochester Institute of Technology and holds a masters degree from The College of St. Rose, currently serves as an adjunct faculty member at The College of St. Rose and lecturer at the University at Albany.
